Nationwide Congressional Recess Rally, Saturday, August 22

Adler remains
uncommitted on ObamacCare.
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In Jenkintown, PA over 30 members held a “Where’s Allyson? Rally” at the office of
Congresswoman Allyson Schwartz. Up to now, Schwartz has refused to conduct a town
hall. Can you guess why?

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At the Broad Street Ministries Town Hall (in Philadelphia) featuring Congressman Joe
Sestak, several members and friends grilled Sestak, despite being outnumbered ten to ong
(The unions, planned
